Energy Conservation (Amendment) Bill
Purpose: 
This Bill seeks to amend the Energy Conservation Act 2012. Clause 2 amends the definitions of “effective date” and “regulated goods” and to insert a new definition of “import”. In particular, the definition of “effective date” will be amended to clarify that it refers to the date that goods are prescribed as regulated goods for the purposes of a provision in Part 3 of the Act, etc.

	Bill No.7/2026
Veterinary Practice Bill
Purpose: 

This Bill seeks to establish a new legislative framework for the regulation of the practice of veterinary medicine. The main purposes of the Bill are —(a) to establish the Veterinary Council as the regulatory body responsible for the registration and regulation of veterinarians; (b) to provide for different classes of registration of veterinarians and the grant and renewal of practising certificates; (c) to regulate the professional practice, competence, conduct and ethics of individuals practising veterinary medicine and to establish a disciplinary framework to investigate complaints against and impose sanctions on veterinarians; etc.
